FIRST	LMDP	GROUP	COMPLETE	EISA

Our	 first	 batch	 of	 students	 have	 completed	 the	 seven	 modules	 that	 comprise	 the

Leadership	Ministry	Development	Program	and	four	of	 them	went	down	to	Pinetown

on	16	November	 to	complete	 the	EISA	(External	 Integrated	Summative	Assessment)

which	 is	an	 integral	and	critical	 component	of	 the	 requirements	needed	prior	 to	 the

awarding	of	an	occupational	qualification.	The	students	were	thoroughly	prepared	and

will	await	their	results	which	should	be	available	in	the	new	year.

	

With	the	introduction	of	this	new	occupational	certificate,	society	will	benefit	from	the

assurance	that	large	numbers	of	spiritual	leaders	who	did	not	have	a	proper	training

opportunity	in	the	past,	will	now	have	training	available	to	develop	a	relevant	set	of

competencies	that	are	recognised	at	a	national	level.

African	 Enterprise	 Training	 Institute,	 in	 partnership	 with	 the	 Fibre	 Processing	 and

Manufacturing	 (FP&M)	 Seta,	 was	 able	 to	 run	 a	 learnership	 programme	 through	 the

Ngezandla	Zethu	Sewing	Project.	A	total	of	18	learners	completed	a	General	Education

and	Training	Certificate	in	Clothing	Manufacturing	Processes.

Nyawonhle	project	–	(which	translated	means	‘beautiful	feet’)	is	AE’s	new	social	action

project	 that	 has	 been	 implemented	 in	 Pietermaritzburg	 (Copesville).	 This	 project	 is

designed	 to	 equip	 men	 with	 skills	 for	 shoe	 repair	 and	 thus	 empower	 them

economically	with	a	practical	skill	to	earn	a	living.	Generally	social	action	programs	in

impoverished	communities	target	females,	with	little	to	no	empowerment	programs	for

males.	 Our	 new	 project	 will	 provide	 us	 with	 an	 opportunity	 to	minister	 to	 our	men

through	Word	and	Deed.

Londeka	(AE	Community	Worker)	preparing	for	the	first	day	of	Nyawonhle	with	Ps	van

Niekerk	 and	 Muzi	 helping	 out	 to	 clean	 the	 storeroom	 for	 the	 equipment.	 We	 are

working	in	a	church	–	Jesus	Centre	in	Copesville	and	were	happily	received	by	the

Pastor	and	his	wife,	both	of	whom	have	a	heart	for	the	community.

We	overcame	some	 initial	 challenges	 to	 run	a	successful	program	empowering	eight

men.	 Two	 found	 employment	 before	 completing	 the	 course;	 the	 remaining	 six

graduated	 on	 the	 09th	 November	 after	 the	 two-week	 program	 and	 were	 each

presented	 with	 a	 starter-up	 kit	 as	 their	 graduation	 gift.	 AE	 will	 conduct	 follow-up

sessions	with	them	after	a	month	to	check	on	them	and	their	progress	as	well	as	to

see	how	we	can	support	them	further.

We	prayed	and	 left,	but	were	moved	to	return	the	next

day	with	some	celebratory	snacks	and	a	cake	to	celebrate	mkhulu’s	71st	birthday	with

him	(and	to	help	him	clean	up	too!).

This	 time	 Mkhulu	 walked	 us	 out,	 telling	 us	 stories	 and	 making	 us	 laugh.	 He	 then

blessed	us	and	was	so	grateful	for	the	love	we	showed	to	him,	asking	us	to	extend

his	gratitude	to	all	of	AE.
