One	lady	brought	us	some	of	the

beans	she	had	harvested	 (see	pic)	 from	 the	seeds	we’d	given	 them	previously	and

they	all	voiced	gratitude	for	these	and	were	keen	on	receiving	more	seeds	so	we	will

follow	up	on	this.	Advancing	food	security	is	one	of	our	goals.	Londeka	is	also	keen	to

do	some	training	in	a	couple	of	fields	-	possibly	home-based	care	and	housekeeping

with	younger	family	members	of	the	Bonginkosi	folk	-	they’re	very	enthusiastic	about

this	too.	Another	goal	for	us	to	follow	through	with.	The	folk	were	very	thankful	too	for

the	 food	 items	 of	 porridge,	 powdered	 milk	 and	 fruit	 and	 as	 well	 as	 fabric	 for	 the

sewing	ladies.

Our	work	is	a	drop	in	the	vast	ocean	of	need	but	we	are	so	grateful	for	your	funds,

hearts	and	prayers	which	afford	us	the	opportunity	and	privilege	‘to	do	our	bit’	and	I

believe,	make	a	difference	on	many	levels.
